T ulsa resident Warren A. Werling passed away Saturday March 2, 2018. Born
April 7,1923, in Queens, New York City, Warren was the only son of Carrie
Emily Rothenbach Werling and Ferdinand John Werling both of New York. Warren
entered the US Army in 1943 and served in World War II with the 364th Combat
Engineers, headquarters unit, receiving a unit citation, Victory medal, and Good
Conduct medal.

An avid antique car enthusiast, he was a member of the
Jaguar Club of Tulsa and the Shrine Kar Buffs. Warren was a fifty year member of
