The family moved to Tulsa in 1970 where Pastor Polk attended a
Chaplaincy Training Program at Hillcrest Medical Center and in 1972 became a Staff
Chaplain there. After leaving Hillcrest, he served at vacancy Pastor for many
congregations in Northeastern Oklahoma District ending his life of service as
Visitation Pastor for Good Shepherd Lutheran Church in Tulsa. He was an avid
outdoorsman enjoying hunting, fishing and camping with friends and family.
